Carvers and painters are you find-
ing the object you are working
on hard to see? Perhaps itis time to
invest in a Dazor Circular Magnify
ing Lamp. But you don’t have to pay
the big price as we have a used one
for you for only $50.00. The circu-

lar magnifying lamp is beige on floor
stand with a flexible arm to light up
(22 watt circular bulb) that decoy or
painting and make it so you can see
it through its 3 diopter lens that sits
inside the bulb. This creates a hands
free, shadow less work area for you
wherever you position the lamp. Con-
